Attire:

You will need to wear black pants and black shoes, on cold days a light jacket. If anyone wants to wear anything
long under their polo, they can wear a black, purple, white, or grey shirt.
Arrive at least two hours before game starts.

Parking on Game Days

Parking: On game days, parking will be at the 33™ and Blake Entrance (Arrow at top of the map).
Parking is $1 per car. Shuttles are available every 15 minutes, to take you to Gate 12.
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Gate 12 — The shuttle will let you out close to Gate 12 (On game day, just follow the people getting off the
shuttle). Note: That is also where the shuttle will pick you up to take you back to the parking gauge where
you will have parked your car.

Check In: NPO (Non-Profit Organization) check in is outside Gate 12. You will receive the necessary badges
and information. Uniforms are distributed in the uniform room unless instructed otherwise (from Aramark
staff or your group leader). All volunteers will go through a full body metal detector and carry-ins are subject
to search.

Inside the Stadium

Stand Location: An Aramark team member will be available to escort volunteers to the “warehouse” or
their stand location (especially on your first or second time at the stadium. Aramark also provides a map of
facilities and Supervisors and Aramark employees are on every floor to answer any questions.

Lunch/Dinner: You will get a chip for Lunch/Dinner at the Aramark stands. This will allow you to get a meal
and a drink. Save your cup, as you can also refill it if you get a break (other than lunch).

People at the NPO check-in station will
direct you to the store or other check-in
point. From there, someone will take
you to the uniform room, the bank and
to your stand (this will become
automatic after one or two games).
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Need help while working at the game, call the store and they will put you in touch a supervisor. There is always
someone at that number can help you.
