Right now, we are recognizing one
of our very ownpieces of history--
our Consistory organ! Often we sit and
listen to the music it produces, but how
many of us really know anything about
the organand this building in which it
rests?

Scottish Rite masonry began in
Colorado in 1877. In 1890, the Rite organized a Temple
Association.  This organization purchased the first
building, an old church, to use as their Consistory.
Thirty four years lagr, the Temple of Colorado
Consistory No. 1 had its corner stone laid. Denver
architect William Bowman, a Consistory member,
designed this massive netassical structure.

Less than fourteen (14) months after the cornerstone
laying, the Temple was diedited on May 14, 1925 with
the Sovereign Grand Commander, John Henry Cowles,
presiding. In 1989, the Temple of Colorado Consistory
was declared a landmark by the City and County of
Denver. In September 1992, The Colorado and Rocky
Mountain Consistoriesmerged to form the current
Denver Consistory. It was decided, based upon its
historic significance, the new Denver Consistory would
reside in this Temple.

Thatés a quick history
realize that our organ is an integral paftthat history.
This organ is an instrument of exceptional historic merit.
Only a few still exist. It is neither a cathedral (church)
organ nor a theatrical (cinema) one. It is one of the few
that were designed to be something in between the two.

What fascinates many is that the organ is an integral
part of this building. The next time you are in the
building, look up to our domed ceiling. If you were to
be on the other side of that dome, you would be standing
in a huge area with a twenty (20pfa cei | i ng.
distance from the inner dome to the outer dome. Within
that huge area are the 750 pipes and the workings of our

organ. It really is a gigantic instrument! As guests in

the auditorium, all we see is the console up there in the
north. And yet, that is less than ten (10) percent of the
whole organ.

Our Consistory has been appointed by the National
Organ Historical Society as the trustee for the organ.
This appointment exists as long as the instrument is
fimai nt ai ne d comsistentawithrita histazical
significance. 0 Simply put
for the organ to be kept in perpetual care and
maintenance. Unlike other mechanical devices, an organ
continually maintains its service as long as it is in good
repar.

We are fortunate to still have this unique device. Yet,
with now over eighty (80) years of faithful service, it is
in dire need. The age of this orgamot its continued
use, is the sole reason repair and restoration is required.
Over the yars, your Denver Consistory (including its
predecessor) has provided needed care and maintenance.
As recently as 2004, t he
replaced with a new solid state system at a cost of over
twenty-seven thousand dollars ($27,000) totallyrrmo
by the Consistory.

The current
price for total repair and restoration is currently a quarter

That is the bad newsghere is good news on the
horizon. How can we meet all our regular expenses and
pay for organ repair you ask. afave beemvorking for
about two (2) years to find a way that our Consistory can
afford such a vast expenditure. It can be done!

Ten (10) months ago we applied to the State
Historical Fund to assist us in this undertaking. In
February, we received their resgen We have been
granted seventfive (&) percent of the total cost to
repair and restore our historic orgalft HA T 6 s
GOOD NEWS! | hope you agree.

There is a small matter of the twetitye (25) percent
we need to provide. We need to provideudlsixty-five
thousand dollars ($65,000). Now think about that for a
minute --- for sixty-five thousand dollars ($65,000), we
get a quarter of a million dollars ($250,000) worth of
work. Additionally, we have our good organ for another
eighty (80) yearsr more. What a bargain!

As we announce this windfall grant, | ask all
Consistory members and friends to join in a fuaiding
drive to ensure our organ gets the care it needs and
deserves.

We just want each of you
to give prayerful thought to the value your contribution
will make to the future of our Consistory.
